We continuously assess children’s progress in phonics and respond quickly to ensure children are not left behind. We aim to ensure that children ‘Keep Up not Catch Up’ wherever possible. We assess our phonics in two different ways. Firstly within each session, identifying children who have clearly not grasped the sound being taught and require further practise and secondly at the end of each stage of phonics learning where their progress in learning the new sounds and their ability to blend words with these sounds is assessed.

Daily:
We make a note on the Planning and Record grid of the initials of children who have missed a session (marked A) and of children who need further practise on a certain sound. A tick will be put next to the initials when the intervention has taken place. If a child is still not secure after initial 1:1 or small group session, further intervention will be given and recorded in the class Personalised Learning folder (Phonics Folder in Rec)
At the end of each phonics stage: 

Teachers complete the phonics tracker sheet so gaps in sounds knowledge can be easily identified. A copy of this will be kept in the Priority Readers folder. These gaps in knowledge are then covered within intervention sessions either 1:1 or small group and a tick in the box for that sound when secure. The word reading sheets are used to track whether a child is then secure in blending words with the sound and further intervention offered if still not secure. Additional intervention sessions must be recorded on sheets in the class personalised learning folder under the child’s name.

For children who are making very slow progress across a phonics stage and/or with their blending skills, the word reading sheets should be revisited so smaller steps in progress in learning to blend can be tracked.

What does a Floppy’s Phonics intervention session look like? 
A Floppy’s Phonics Intervention will use many of the same quality resources used in the main teaching session of Floppy’s Phonics.

Blending to read:

· Learn/revise sound using the FP Sounds Books/FP online on the iPads.

· Go to the Activity Sheet from the booklet and use to reinforce word reading with grapheme hunt first then blending – children can use a different colour pen. Mark at the top with date and ‘Intervention’ so it is clear that this page has been revisited. (Some activity book sheets are photocopied, redone and kept in the Phonics Intervention Folder in Rec/Y1)

Blending to write:

· Learn/revise sound using the FP Sounds Books/FP online on the iPads.

· Use the pictures at the back of the sound book, children identify word and then attempt to segment and write, using the sound dashes. All writing should be done on paper rather than MWB.
       Additional interventions may then include:

Using the Grapheme/Picture tiles to match and make words to blend using the tiles.

· Developing reading fluency by using a set of books with a small group focusing on specific sounds, or Traditional Tales books at the end of a reading stage.

· Specific handwriting and letter formation support

Any children requiring further sessions beyond one initial Keep up or Catch up session will have this learning recorded in the Personalised Learning Folder (Phonics Folder in Rec)
